First you need to open Component Services, which you can find through Administrative Tools.

There is a tree view down the left hand side and you can expand that to find COM+ Applications.
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Right click and use the pop-up menu to add a new application.

That gives you an empty application and it appears in your tree view. When you expand it there is
a folder called "Components" and right clicking here gives you the opportunity to add a new
component.



This opens another wizard and you can select "Install new component” to add and register the
component.



That will allow you to browse for the component DLL. If you have already registered the
component you can select "Import components that are already registered.” Once you complete
this wizard, the component is added to the application.






There is a setting that is changed from the default and you can get to this by right clicking on the
application in the tree view and selecting "Properties".



Then make all the tabs look like this...





















You will need to restart IIS for the settings to take effect.
